Quality Education
Lt. Governor Quinn supports service learning 
through the Cesar Chavez Serve and Learn 
program. Now in its third year, the Chavez 
program engaged more than 4,000 students 
in community service projects last year at 
more than 100 schools and other locations. 
Each of these projects was connected to class-
room lessons on Cesar Chavez�s struggle for 
social justice, worker rights and democracy.

In 2006, Lt. Governor Quinn assumed re-
sponsibility for the Learn and Serve America 
program in Illinois. This innovative federal/
state partnership has allocated more than 
$550,000 in grants to establish and expand 
service-learning projects. More than 45,000 
Illinois students are engaging in service 
learning projects supported by these funds.
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To help spread the message of service learn-
ing, Lt. Governor Quinn created Service Mat-
ters. This free e-newsletter is available to all 
groups, schools and individuals interested in 
service learning. Quinn also launched a new 
Web site, ServeandLearn.org, with resources 
for students, parents and teachers.

Volunteers in Illinois are helping to change 
the world one community at a time. Lt. Gover-
nor Quinn recently joined the Illinois Com-
mission on Volunteerism and Community 
Service, organized to engage Illinois citizens 
in daily community service activities. Quinn 
also helped City Year in welcoming 90 young 
leaders who will spend the 2006-07 school 
year working as literacy tutors and after-
school mentors.

Lt. Governor Quinn annually recognizes the 
state�s champion spellers who participate in 
the Scripps National Spelling Bee. This year, 
exemplary speller Bonny Jain, from Woodrow 
Wilson Middle School in Moline, also became 
the �rst Illinoisan to win the National Geo-
graphic Bee.

Valedictorians from every Illinois high school 
enjoyed free admission to the Illinois State 
Fair this summer. That�s where Lt. Governor 
Quinn met up with more than 40 valedicto-
rians, honoring their accomplishments by 
presenting them with of�cial declarations of 
academic achievement.
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
