Energy Independence Plan 5
85% Ethanol

In August, Governor Rod Blagojevich unveiled the Energy Indepen-
dence Plan for the State of Illinois. The plan calls for the state to cut
its dependence on foreign petroleum products in half by 2017 and
includes $25 million in incentives to build ve new biodiesel plants.
This would boost Illinois biodiesel production to 400 million gallons
annually a quarter of the state s annual diesel usage over the next
ten years.

The plan follows many of the key recommendations of the Special Task
Force on the Condition and Future of the Illinois Energy Infrastruc-
ture, which Lt. Governor Quinn chaired.

Under the Energy Independence Plan for the State of Illinois, consum-
ers will have increased access to biofuels such as E-85, a blend of 15
percent gasoline and 85 percent ethanol. To increase E-85 demand,
the state will work with automakers to increase sales of exible-fuel
vehicles and will encourage governments and businesses to use ve-
hicles that can run on E-85.

Under the state s new Renewable Portfolio Standard, Illinois power
companies will be required to generate at least 10 percent of their en-
ergy through All-American energy sources, such as wind energy and
solar, by 2015.

As part of the plan, Governor Blagojevich named Lt. Governor Quinn Cledn All‘
chairman of the new Biofuels Investment and Infrastructure Work- Fuel

ing Group created to nd new ways to increase investment in Illinois
biofuels industry.
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
