Key Terms To Understand

BioBased Products as defined by the United States Secretary of Agriculture in the
Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002, is any manufactured, commercial, or
industrial good (non-food) that is made up of biological materials or agricultural
resources within the United States.

Biodegradation is the chemical breakdown of the base oil and additives into carbon
dioxide and water, in the presence of organisms, air and water.

Inherently Biodegradable means up to 20% of the product will have biodegraded in 28
days or less.

Readily Biodegradable means that 80% or more of the product will have biodegraded
in 28 days or less. All but a few BioBlend biodegradable products fit this category.

Renewable Resource is any natural resource (as plants or solar energy) that can be
replenished naturally with the passage of time.

Sustainable Resource - An available supply that can be drawn on when needed and is
capable of being continued with minimal long-term effect on the environment.
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Biodegradation Testing

CEC-L-33-A-94 is the most established method of testing the
biodegradation of products and was developed by the
Coordinating European Council.

This test method measures the disappearance of the lubricant by
analyzing test material at various incubation times through

Infrared spectroscopy.
