The City of Chicago offers Chicago residents the opportunity to “be safe at home” and remove
potential hazards to the environment or family members, the City of Chicago — in partnership
with the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency and Northeastern University — is offering safe
disposal of dangerous, everyday products on Saturday, August 9" from 9a.m. — 3p.m. in the
parking lot of Northeastern lllinois University, located at 3701 W. Bryn Mawr Ave.

For residents on the South Side, the City of Chicago will also be holding another Environmental
Resource Event on Saturday, September 20™ at a City of Chicago Facility located at 900 E
103" st.

The following materials will be accepted at during the Environmental Resource Event: hazardous
household chemicals and paint, computers, cell phones, fax machines, scanners, keyboards, old
or unused prescriptions, non-prescription medication, old gas cans, and gas-powered
lawnmowers. Gas can recyclers will receive a free environmentally friendly gas can and those
who drop-off a gas-powered lawnmower will receive a $100 rebate towards and electric or push
mower.

The National Wildlife Federation Campus Ecology program invites undergraduate and graduate
students who are committed to reducing their campus carbon footprint to apply for a fellowship
grants. Projects such as greenhouse gas inventories, climate action plans, energy conservation
and efficiency, habitat restoration, convening climate action gatherings and more will be
considered. Undergraduate students are eligible to receive up to $2000 in funding, and graduate
students may receive up to $5000 in funding. The deadline to apply is October 1, 2008.
